Decision. 

 At request of the director of the state sanatorium Neuhaldensleben, the hereditary 
health court in Magdeburg in his session on 28 October 1936 with the participation of 

the judge Köhnicke 

    as chairman, 

the medical officer MD Schmidt in Magdeburg 

    as a civil servant doctor, 

the MD med. Hofheinz in Magdburg 

    as a non-civil servant doctor, 

has decided: 

 The unemployed Else Röhr, born on 2 August 1907 in Magdeburg, at times in the 
state sanatorium in Neuhaldesleben, legally represented by Dr Engineer Gustav Merkel in 
Magdeburg, Bakestrasse 27, as a nurse, is to be sterilized. 

 The costs of the legal proceedings shall be paid by the state treasury. 

Reasons. 

Based on the medical report attached to the file which is approved after detailed 
consideration, the Hereditary Health Court has come to the decision that the conditions 
set out in Article 1 paragraph 1 and 2 number 2 of the Law for the Prevention of 
Hereditarily Diseased Offspring from 14 July 1933 are met.  

After observation of the institution and personal examination of the patient there is 
no doubt that she is suffering from schizophrenia. According to the notification of the 
gynecological clinic in Magdeburg, infertility is not to be assumed. 

According to the experience of medical science it is to be expected with a high 
probability that any offspring will suffer severe physical and mental damage. The order of 
sterilization is permissible according to Article 1 of the law and necessary to keep the 
people healthy and in the own interest of the family concerned. 
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The appointment of a nurse according to article 2 of the third regulation 
implementing the law from 25 February 1935 was deemed necessary.  

 Article 13 paragraph 1 of the law states that the state treasury shall bear the 
costs of the legal proceedings. 

 An appeal against this decision may be lodged within an emergency period of 
14 days after service in writing or for the record of the administrative office of the 
Hereditary Health Court or the higher hereditary health court in Naumburg a. Saale.
